BRAC Afghanistan Na-
tional Solidarity Program
(NSP). The projects were
completed with a total cost
Afs. 91,55,631 funded by
the Ministry of Rural Reha-
bilitation and Development
(MRRD) including 10%
community  contribution.
Total of 916 families are
directly  benefited from
these projects.
